GRAND MASTER'S
JULY FAST CLASS

A TRUE ONE-ON-ONE

EXPERIENCE
Thirty-five Master Masons
were raised during the Grand

Master's Fast Class on July 21-22, at the Scottish Rite
Cathedral. Each candidate was dressed, hoodwinked,
and escorted by a guide, who saw that the candidate
was properly “received”, placed “in order” and “in due
form”, and made sure he recited the obligation and
learned the signs, grips and words. Except for the
perambulation, the candidate was treated the same as
the “exemplar” — a true one-on-one experience.

Honolulu Lodge exemplified the First Degree,
Leeward Lodge the Second Degree and Hawaiian Lodge the
Third Degree. All of them performed magnificently,
especially their Senior Deacons, who had to get used to an
unfamiliar space, the 70 or so bodies on the floor, and the
makeshift altars. But perhaps the guides had the most
difficulty, since at various times they had to play the parts of
the Sr. Deacon, Master and Sr. Warden.

“lI think the guides learned just as much as the
candidates,” said WB Scott Waracka, Master of Koolau
Lodge. “Even those of us who have done these ceremonies
often, had to remember all the intricacies of each Degree. It
was a great experience for everyone!”

Inspectors Bob Schultz and Art Chenoweth led the
Masonic education for the EA Degree, Charlie Wegener and
Bob Shimomoto for the FC Degree, and the Grand Master
and | for the MM Degree. Each candidate was given a short
quiz on the essential work for each Degree, and a take-home
study portfolio.

Our Grand Secretary, Lee Skinner, handled
registration and food, ably assisted by Ko'olau Lodge,
Schofield Lodge and Lodge Le' Progres De L’ Oceanie.

Since it is my duty to “pay the Craft their wages,” I'd
first like to thank the Scottish Rite for allowing us to use their
facility, the Lodges who spent many extra hours practicing
for and exemplifying the Degrees, those who helped with
setting up and taking down the kitchen and Lodge room, the
Inspectors who assisted in Masonic education and in
supervising the guides during the Degrees, and most
important, all those who served as guides, which is just
about everyone who witnessed the Fast Class. This was
truly a joint effort, and you all deserve a big mahalo for
rendering a great service to the candidates, Masonry in
Hawaii and the Craft in general.

Fast Class will be on Friday and Saturday, March 2-3, 2007.

MASONIC SYMBOLISM S

Our Craft is steeped in much
symbolism that has a far greater .
expanse of influence on its members S
than that of any other organization,
making it one that stands alone, at a
much higher level.

Symbolism in our lodges is promoted in many
various forms, and to the ardent Freemason is intriguing
to behold. How often do we contemplate the many
symbols that when combined, form the greater part of
the structure of our organization.

As an enthused Freemason, have you ever sat
in lodge and undertaken to observe those symbols
readily seen or spoken of throughout the presentation of the
ritual. There are many to discover. Have you, for example,
particularly looked at the floor of the lodge, to observe the
manner in which the checkered pavement is laid, and why in
our part of the world at least, there are many there are many
checkered pavements not laid alike. Visibly there does not
seem to be any hard fast rules governing their patterns.
However, their varying presence does demonstrate the level
of Masonic skills acquired and developed in the Masons who
originally designed or commissioned such intricate
workmanship.

Every experienced Freemason is familiar with the
checkered or mosaic pavement, which, along with the
blazing star or glory in the center, and the tessellated border
or skirt work, are the formal ornaments in a Masonic lodge.
The mosaic pavement, as its name suggests, is a mosaic
pattern depicted on the floor of the lodge. | believe in some
parts of the world the entire lodge floor is a checkered
pavement. The symbolism conveyed by the advanced mind
of the architect embraces the fixing of the corner squares in
the east to be colored white denoting light in the east. The
sun, rising in the east, opens and illuminates the day.
Likewise the corner squares in the west are colored black,
denoting darkness in the west — the Senior Warden being
placed in the West to mark the setting sun.

Such reflections of the symbolism within our
organization, and in particular with regards to the mosaic
pavement, should be conveyed to the newly initiated
members. Those who have recently joined our organization
should be encouraged to further explore all symbols which,
when unfolded, not only provide meaningful answers but
also promote the essential Masonic education to all who
have joined our ranks.

Just a mile from the Potomac River,
in Alexandria, Virginia and overlooking the
nation's capitol, stands the 333 ft. George
Washington Masonic National Memorial on
historic Shooters Hill.  Dedicated to the
memory of George Washington - Patriot,

President, and Mason - the Memorial was
dedicated on May 12, 1932, and was constructed entirely
with voluntary contributions from members of the Masonic
Fraternity. The Memorial Association is the only unified
effort of all of the Grand Lodges in the United States. The
construction of this beautiful, awe-inspiring Memorial was
the single most important 20th century successful endeavor
by the entire Masonic fraternity. Each Grand Lodge is a
sovereign body in its own territorial jurisdiction but the love
and reverence for George Washington by the Masons in this
country is amply demonstrated by the collective effort of all
of the jurisdictions to keep this Memorial to Washington, the
Mason, a living reality.




After joining Schofield Lodge more than 3 years ago,

Several brothers
helped dispatched the chicken with many contributions
coming from the brethren on the Mainland and overseas. We
raised almost $2,000. Afterwards, we had to spend an
additional $1,041.66 when we found that our demarcation
lines were not clearly defined!

After that was straightened out, we had the trees
cut . Then the building was fumigated on Aug. 30 courtesy
of WB Ryo and Sister Kazuku Kubota by means of a
$5,000.00 donation.

There are so many things still to be done: 1. Putting
up water facilities outside the building. 2. Link wire fence
installation. 3. Planting shrubs. 4. Building re-roofing. 5.
Installing glass doors and windows in the dinning hall.

The Mid-Pacific Chapter #8 Order of the Eastern
Star is planning to help us have a dinner/dance next year for
new kitchen cabinets, chairs and tables.

Also, we were finally able to confer a third degree on
August 13, 2006 on our own without any help from other
lodges. The brethren were astonished of what can be done,
if we really worked hard. We also continue our bee-hive
reading of the cipher during Tuesdays which helps our
brothers to press on helping the lodge.

| am also glad to see another attempt to put up a
Grand Lodge of Hawaii Newsletter is in the works. | believe,
it is a vehicle that can help bring Hawaii Freemasons
together. It can weld the beliefs, aspirations and sentiments
of the more than 1,700 members of the 11 lodges under this
jurisdiction. | hope that not only will the succeeding Grand
Masters support this newsletter in their future terms but that
all Masons in this jurisdiction give their full support as well.

A Little Masonic Trivia

In order to have unbroken floor space in the
George Washington memorial in Alexandria, Virginia, the
cars in two elevator shafts move sideways thirty-five feet.
As the elevators rise 255 feet in two slanting hoist-ways
from the main floor to the observation platform at the top
of the building, it moves sideways 1 foot for
approximately every 7.28 feet it ascends or descends.

The lodge with the highest meeting place on the
globe is Roof of the World Lodge No. 1094, of Oroya,
Peru. The elevation of the lodge room in the Andes
Mountains is 14,167 above see level. The closet
competitor in the United States is Corinthian Lodge No.
35 at Leadsville, Colorado elevation about 10,200 feet.

GRAND MASTER LAUNCHES
BOOKS FOR BIKES PROGRAM
IN HAWAII

Kilauea Lodge, Kona Lodge and Lodge Maui were
introduced to the Books for Bike program during the Grand
Master’s visitation.

The Grand Lodge of Hawaii wants to assist the
Public Schools with their student reading programs. All
statistics prove that if the children begin reading early in life,
they will continue reading throughout their school years. Not
only do they read, but they also tend to have fewer problems
academically and behaviorally.

This will be a Lodge project. The contacted
elementary school(s) will usually set up the program
criteria. The Lodges will furnish two bikes [one girl & one
boy] as an incentive for the program. The Grand Lodge of
Hawaii will assist the Lodges by donating a bike to each
lodge. The lodges are free to solicit other business and
lodge members so that they can bring this program to as
many elementary schools as they can within their own
manpower and finances. The drawing for the bikes should
be done with as much fuss as possible, say in a school
assembly. Invite the media to the drawing.

This program helps the students, informs the
community of our charitable actions and provides the lodges
with a low cost program and favorable visibility to the
community. The overall goal is to increase public
awareness of freemasonry and of our support for the public
schools.

This program will be introduced to the other lodges
by early October.

On June 15, 2006 at the
National Encampment of the Heroes of
'76 at the Austin Capital Hilton Hotel in
Austin, Texas, Brother Roy T. Ota was
elected National Commander.

Roy is a third generation (sansei) Japanese-
American born and raised in Hilo, Territory of Hawaii. After
graduating from the University of Hawaii in 1965, he was
commissioned an Ensign in the US Navy Reserve through
Officers’ Candidate School the same year.

Roy served 6 ¥z years on active duty with the Naval
Security Group in Japan. He had two significant afloat
TADs to Vietham aboard the Kitty Hawk [CVA 63] and the
USS Tripoli [LPH 10]. Other assignments included one year
on the USS Oxford [AGTR-1] off Vietham and 3 % years at
the Command Headquarters in Washington DC. The next
23 Y years were spent with the Naval Reserve Intelligence
Program.

Roy has been employed by the City & County of
Honolulu, Department of Transportation for the past 35
years. He is a life member of Pearl Harbor Lodge and
served as Master in 1979.

Roy still gives the First Degree Lecture, in long form,
to the new initiates in Pearl Harbor Lodge. He is also a
Scottish Rite and York Rite Mason and a member of the
Red Cross of Constantine, Oku’kaha’ia Conclave. He and
his wife Carol live in the Salt Lake area.
